· have held a current practising certificate under the Law Practitioners Act 1982 for at least 7 years;  

· have suitable knowledge and experience of te reo Māori, tikanga Māori, and the Treaty of Waitangi;  

· are under 70 years of age;

· stop working as a barrister or solicitor; and

· do not undertake any other paid employment or any other office (whether paid or not) that is incompatible with your duties as a Māori Land Court Judge.
